Picking up from last week.  After Saint Luke’s 
version of the Beatitudes, Jesus continues his Ser-
mon on the Plain (the Sermon on the Mount is 
Saint Matthew’s telling).  “Give to everyone...Do 
to others ...Love your enemies...Be merci-
ful...Stop judging...Stop condemning...Give in 
good measure.”  This recalls the Jewish sense of 
mitzvah—both the doing of the commandments 
and the doing of acts and deeds beyond duty that 
connect us to GOD.  Christians distill the older 
list of 613 to the golden rule and the 8 Corporal 
and 8 Spiritual Works of Mercy.

with me this week and read it every day.

DO NO HARM 
 We listen quite a while before we get to the 
“punch line” of the first reading today: even though 
it would be an easy thing to do, David will not harm 
the anointed one of the Lord. We, of course, know 
that Jesus is the Messiah, the anointed one of God, 
but the Bible uses this term for many different peo-
ple. It is scripture’s way of indicating who has been 
chosen by God for a special place and mission in 
salvation history. 
 In today’s Gospel, Jesus presents a greatly en-
larged list of those who, as children of God, we 
should not harm, but love instead: our enemies, 
those who curse us or do us harm, those who owe 
us money, the ungrateful, the wicked. The point of 
Jesus’ teaching is not to encourage these kinds of 
behaviors in others, but rather to form us in the im-
age of our heavenly Father by increasing our oppor-
tunities to love unconditionally, expecting no re-
turn; to be merciful and forgiving, even when it 
would be easier not to.

TREASURES FROM  
OUR TRADITION 

 
 When the Roman Empire turned a favorable 
eye toward the once-persecuted Christians, 
among the effects was a population explosion in 
the baptismal font, as Christian sympathizers 
stepped from the shadows. With more and more 
people becoming Christians, laws were passed to 
protect Sunday as a work-free day. Soon, it be-
came possible to celebrate Mass later in the morn-
ing, rather than the older custom of gathering be-
fore dawn to celebrate Eucharist. Amazingly, de-
spite the increasing numbers of Christians, there 
was great resistance to adding to the number of 
worship events; the Eucharist that began as a few 
friends around a table soon was transformed into 
a more formal event with throngs crowding a 
large hall. All the Christians in a city or town 
would gather around the bishop for the one Sun-
day Eucharist, and only when the crowds became 
unmanageable was there an impulse to divide the 
assembly by splitting off a new bishop and flock. 
 Now, sixteen hundred years later, many par-
ishes see a need to trim or combine Mass sched-
ules. This is often seen as tough surgery. Yet our 
forebears in the faith would see it as a gain: a fill-
ing up of the Eucharist with a large and vigorous 
assembly, a fullness of ministry, an opportunity to 
make the Church more fully visible and stronger 
for service.
