 We reflect upon the voice of the prophet in 
this Sunday’s readings. We hear of the suffer-
ing and the rescue of Jeremiah. We hear how 
Jesus anticipates his suffering and death. As 
with Jeremiah and Jesus, the prophets were 
sent by God to the leaders and people of Israel. 
A prophet is one who speaks truth to the pow-
erful, exposing their darker hidden motives 
and injustices. The prophet presents a way for-
ward that aligns with God’s purposes. A 
prophet can force people away from a com-
fortable neutrality or indifference. The prophet 
creates an urgency to make a choice: Are we 
content with the status quo, or are we to 
change our ways and pursue a new and better 
path? Today, we may also ask, how do we 
identify and respond to prophets of our time? 
How might we provide a prophetic voice in 
our Church and in our world?
