FEAST OF FAITH

Concluding Rites

The Prayer after Communion gives us a
glimpse of the heavenly banquet, of which we
have had a foretaste in the Eucharist. The con-
cluding rites speak of what we are to do with this
great gift of God. That includes the parish an-
nouncements, which are usually given following
the Prayer after Communion. Believe it or not, the
announcements, which are not an “official” part
of the Mass, have been included in the Mass from
as early as the fifth century! The deacon or the
homilist—even the bishop—would announce
coming liturgical celebrations and encourage the
people to participate. Today’s parish announce-
ments include opportunities for prayer, service,
learning, and community building. They should
be succinct and should include only significant
events and activities in the life of the parish. But
even when they are long and tedious, the an-
nouncements (and the parish bulletin) flow out of
the concluding rites of the Mass. They offer us
ways to live the Eucharist, to become what we
have received—the Body of Christ, living and
active in our local community.
