FEAST OF FAITH

Gathering

When Pope Benedict XVI visited the United
States in 2008, tens of thousands gathered in
Yankee Stadium to celebrate the Eucharist with
him. What made them different from all the other
excited crowds who have assembled there
through the years? When they began to sing to-
gether, to listen together, to pray together, they
ceased to be a crowd, and became a liturgical as-
sembly. It was not where they were but what they
did that set them apart.

The Gospels speak of many instances when
Jesus prayed alone to his Father. But Jesus also
put a special value on communal prayer. “Where
two or three are gathered together in my name,”
he told his disciples, “there am I in the midst of
them” (Matthew 18:20). Jesus gave his own mis-
sion to his followers, sending them forth to do
everything he did: to heal, to teach, to proclaim
the kingdom. Jesus wants us to meet God in and
through each other. So the Christian community
continues to gather, Sunday after Sunday. When
we get up on Sunday morning and come to Mass,
we respond to Jesus’ invitation, and we express
our trust in his promise that whenever we come
together, he comes, too.
