Pastor’s Column

Dear Parishioners:

Many people have boss trouble because there is
a power struggle, an authority issue. This goes
back to Adam and Eve in their struggle with God
as their boss. The Original Authority issue is how
much power does God have over us? We do pro-
claim that God is all-powerful which implies that
God has all power, all authority in our lives. Hope-
fully we are at peace with God’s omnipresent au-
thority called Unconditional Love. The Holy Spirit
lives within us guiding us to make choices based
on God’s authoritative wisdom. When we have a
guilty conscience this indicates that the Holy Spirit
is revealing to us the authority of God’s Will for us
which prunes us to make wiser decisions in the fu-
ture.
