Few of the more than 10,000 couples who enroll in 
marital-skills programs each year ever imagined 
they’d find themselves in these circumstances.  
Yet their frustrations are completely predictable, 
experts say.  “The research shows that the couples 
who divorce,” says Diane Sollee, director of the 
Coalition for Marriage, Family and Couples Edu-
cation (CMFCE), an umbrella group based in 
Washington, DC.  “They argue over the same top-
ics—money, time, sex, kids.  The difference is, 
they know how to handle it.”
