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Liturgy Notes 
     A few weeks back, we looked at the words, “Behold 
the Lamb of God, behold him who takes away the sins 
of the world.  Blessed are those called to the supper of 
the Lamb.”  These words not only confirm Jesus’ pres-
ence in our bread—now blessed and transformed—they 
also serve us as an invitation, a door through which we 
may insert ourselves into the story, putting us right there 
with John the Baptist as he speaks.  Also, being ‘called 
to the supper’ recalls the wedding feast of the lamb 
(Rev. 19). 
      This companion piece looks at the next thing at 
mass.  It is the story of the centurion.  We reference this 
in our spoken words, “Lord, I am not worthy that you 
should enter under my roof but only say the word and 
my soul shall be healed,”  In chapter 8 of Matthew, Je-
sus enters Capernaum where a Roman centurion ap-
proaches him.  He pleads for healing on behalf of his ill 
servant who is incapacitated, back at his distant home.  
Jesus kindly offers to travel to his home to heal the serv-
ant, however the soldier stammers about how that would 
not be right; he is not worthy for Jesus to be in his 
home, under his roof.  The soldier adds that the only 
thing Jesus need do is simply to give the ok and his 
servant will be healed.  Jesus, in turn is so impressed 
with the centurion’s faith that he says, in short let it be 
done as you say.  At that moment, the servant is healed.  
What an incredible story!  For us, we accept Jesus’ gift 
of himself during communion, He enters us.  Jesus 
comes under the ‘roof’ of our soul.  He heals us as he 
becomes our soul’s most intimate guest. 
    How can we not be moved by this professional soldier 
who shows great faith and such belief in his heart?  It 
also illustrates how physical distances have no reality in 
Jesus’ world; he can heal anytime, anyplace.  This story 
also teaches us how his identity as the Messiah, the heal-
ing Son of God was well known outside of his typical 
circles.  Along with the centurion, there’s also the per-
sistent Canaanite woman (Matt. 15), not to mention non-
followers whose faith would later awaken such as Jairus 
(Mk.5) - the synagogue ruler whose daughter needed 
healing—and the Samaritan woman at the well (Jn.4), 
the ultimate outsider whose inner life was healed.  What 
might it be like to hold in your own heart that same tre-
mendous scope of faith as shown by the centurion? 
     Last Sunday, we received the great news that Fr. Ted 
has received the official assignment as our pastor.  We 
are so blessed!  The installation mass with Bishop Hying 
will be Sunday, July 23.  Also last Sunday, from 2:00 to 
3:30, our Director of Religious Education, Yvonne 
Weaver guided a couple dozen parishioners through a 
fascinating presentation of  the history of religious art.  
Mark your calendars for the next meeting on Sunday, 
March 19.  All are welcome.  Peace.

TREASURES FROM  
OUR TRADITION 

The Blessed Sacrament was not reserved in church 
buildings in the first centuries of the church. In those 
early years, of course, people met in borrowed "house 
churches," gathering on the Lord's Day for community, 
apostolic teaching, the breaking of the bread, and the 
prayers, as Acts of the Apostles tells us. Dispersed, peo-
ple went their way into the workaday world until the 
next assembly. Weighing down their hearts was the ab-
sence of brothers and sisters, not only the sick, but those 
imprisoned for the faith. No wonder they developed a 
way of extending the food of the Holy Table to them. 
Forty years ago, every altar boy in training heard about 
Saint Tarcisius. He was a twelve-year-old boy at the 
time of intense persecution in fourth-century Rome. His 
community had begun to convey the consecrated bread 
from their Eucharist to those condemned to death or 
awaiting trial. Normally deacons did this, but on one 
occasion, it was necessary to send the boy to bear the 
holy mysteries to the prison. The legend says that he 
was an athlete, and was detained on the way by some 
playmates who wanted him to join in their game. When 
he refused, they demanded to know what he was carry-
ing. The situation went from bad to worse, and he was 
badly beaten and died of his injuries. A hundred years 
later, a pope called him a second St. Stephen. In the 
nineteenth century, Cardinal Nicholas Wiseman of Eng-
land wrote a novel in which he expanded the story and 
popularized it. By then, no one seemed to notice that this 
twelve-year-old was actually touching and ministering 
the Eucharist, unthinkable until recently. Scholars say 
the story rings true: the first reason for setting some Eu-
charistic bread aside was not adoration, but Communion 
of the sick.
