Catholic Services Appeal (CSA) 2017

As many of you are aware on the weekend of Sunday
April 23", the Diocese of Gary began its annual Catholic
Services Appeal (CSA). The people of St. Joseph parish
have been very generous in this diocesan appeal. In the
past several years the parish has benefited from a yearly
rebate (100% amount paid over the parish’s goal) of ap-
proximately $20,000 returned to the parish.

Every year the Diocese of Gary calculates a goal for
each parish based on its calculated financial health as
compared with every other parish in the diocese. Qur
goal this year is $29,993. This is a $2,910 increase from
last year.

At St. Joseph’s the rebate for the last several years has
been a regular part of our budget. I hope that in the fu-
ture we may be able to earmark the rebate for a special
project. Your generous gift to CSA guarantees that along
with the parish the bishop has the resources he needs to
proclaim the Good News of Jesus Christ. Each of you
should have received in the U.S. Mail a brochure with an
attached pledge card describing the good works of the
CSA. If not please contact the parish office.

Last year 81 families generously pledged $47,265. 1 am
very happy to report that 78 families fulfilled their giv-
ing the parish a total rebate of $19,482. Thank you for
generosity! Starting in next week’s bulletin you will see
our ongoing status for this year’s campaign.

While we are talking about our stewardship of treasure it
is important to note that the CSA is not the only way we
as a parish support the mission of Christ in Northwest
Indiana. Ten percent of most of the Parish’s ordinary
income is given to the Diocese via a monthly billing.
This is a good thing, just as the CSA is a good thing; we
are called by Christ to work together for the building of
God’s Kingdom everywhere not just here at home in
Dyer. Some have noticed that the CSA rebate, a parish
receives, is not subject to the ten percent assessment, as
well as that the CSA rebate is not considered when cal-
culating the CSA goal for the next each year.

One big difference this year from previous years is
that the CSA office has mailed each household a
pledge card and an envelope to make their pledge. So
after prayerful consideration I ask you to mail your
pledge directly to the CSA office, making sure that
where it indicates Parish, you write in

St. Joseph, Dyer #106.

All of this is useful information for your discernment of
how you might steward the gifts of treasure that God has
given you. Remember we are all called to be generous,
with our Time, Talent, and Treasure returning to God
what he as given to us.

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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
Some monks and nuns trace their community ori-
gins back a thousand years or so, before it became
customary to reserve the Blessed Sacrament in
tabernacles. In their rules of life, which evolved
from the lifestyle and prayer of their predecessors,
the core experience of Christ's presence is at the
altar itself, and in the symbol of assembly for
prayer. To this day, when the monks or nuns file
into their church in procession, they march two by
two, and then bow profoundly to the altar before
turning and bowing in reverence toward the broth-
er or sister at their side. It is probably more diffi-
cult, in practice, to revere the presence of Christ in
a person who irks you by taking the car keys,
shirking a work duty, or burning the toast!

We can trace in these religious orders' enduring
customs the ancient appreciation for the altar as
the center of the church building, and of the com-
munity of the faithful as the Body of Christ. Usu-
ally, a monastery today will reserve the Blessed
Sacrament in some quiet corner of the monastic
church, in a fairly small space, more suitable for
private prayer than for the gathering of the whole
community. In a cloister, the architecture may al-
low the public limited access to this space. Litur-
gical law tells us, in both monasteries and parish
churches, that there is no need for more than a few
hosts in the place of reservation, just enough for
viaticum, the "food for the journey" that is the fi-
nal sacramental celebration for a dying Christian.
