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Sunday Readings Reflections
of 6/5/2016

Reading 1 1 Kings 17:17-24

The prophet Elijah is journeying again. How often the
Lord calls prophets to leave where they are and to go
to another place, another people. Likewise, prophets
are often dependent on the hospitality of those they go
to for a place to stay and for food. Now Elijah is in
Sidon and welcomed by a widow. Interesting that
when her son becomes ill, she immediately blames the
prophet for causing the illness! But Elijah calls on the
Lord and the Lord heals the widow’s son. Now she is
ready to believe that Elijah is a man of God who
speaks the word of the Lord.

Reading 2 Galatians 1:11-19

Paul seems to have a challenge similar to Elijah’s. His
letter begins with an effort to explain that his preach-
ing is not from human sources. Did people doubt him
as the widow doubted Elijah? But Paul’s proof does
not lie in a miraculous healing, rather he points to his
own conversion: from being a persecutor of Christians
to being a prophet to the Gentiles. When we see a pro-
found change for the good in another, it is understand-
able that we are curious as to what motivated the
change. Paul tells us clearly that his change is due to
God’s action in his life. God graced Paul, revealed his
Son to him and gave him a mission. Paul, like Elijah,

journeys to proclaim God’s word.

Gospel Luke 7:11-17

It is easy to see the continuity of themes among the
readings and the Gospel. Jesus, like Elijah and Paul, is
also journeying. And, like Elijah, Jesus encounters a
widow whose only son has died. This son is already in
a coffin and is being carried out for burial. We can
only imagine the depth of the widow’s grief. She is
not begging Jesus to do something—it is not clear that
she even notices him, she is focused only on her loss.
It is Jesus who notices her. “He was moved with pity
for her.” Did he somehow see in her his own mother?
Did he realize that Mary’s only Son would die too?
Was it his love for his own mother that made him see
other women and their pain more clearly? He stops the
funeral procession and touches the coffin and tells the
dead man to rise. And he does! Now the people
around him recognize Jesus as a great prophet. There
is nothing like a miracle to lead the crowd to glorify
God. It is a happy ending to this Gospel story, but of
course, it will not last. The crowd is fickle and perhaps
some who witnessed this miracle were among those
who called for Jesus’ death.

TREASURES FROM

OUR TRADITION
Once the early Christians realized that Christ's
coming in glory was delayed, there was a need to
provide for the governance and everyday needs of
the church. The various "orders" within the
church carried forward the apostles' ministry, but
also allowed for a measure of creativity. The sac-
rament we call "holy orders" evolved somewhat
slowly. At first, it made sense for Christians to
use the forms they knew, adapting them to new
situations. Synagogues, for example, were admin-
istered by a board of "elders," translated into
Greek as presbyteros. We know from the Acts of
the Apostles that a system of presbyters was a
normal feature of church life from earliest days.
They stood in relationship to another order, that
of "overseers," translated into Greek as episkopos,
giving us the English "bishops." The bishop was
the shepherd, the faithful tender of the flock, one
who offered the Eucharist, forgave sins, and
maintained the bond of charity. Just as the dea-
cons were the chief advisers for the charitable life
of the church, so were the presbyters meant to
advise the bishop on the spiritual life of the faith-
ful. They were trusted advisers at first, not pastors
or priests as we understand those terms today.
