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Pastor’s Column 
Dear Parishioners: 
     There are people who try to keep the peace no 
matter what.  These folks will “sweep” issues 
“under the rug” because they want to keep the 
peace.  The paradox about Jesus’ peace is that on 
His Gospel Mission level, Jesus causes conflict 
with the truth about God’s Way of Love.  Jesus’ 
death on the cross reveals that although there is 
conflict all around Jesus on Good Friday, in the 
depths of Jesus’ heart, he is at peace in commend-
ing His Spirit to His Father and forgiving the people 
before he dies. 
     The wisdom of Jesus’ death for us is to approach 
daily life by commending our daily lives over to 
God Our Father and let forgiveness be our final 
word at the end of each day.  This Gospel approach 
is most helpful for us as we try to be faithful to 
God’s Way of Love.  There will be times when we 
try to be truthful to ourselves and others, but when 
we see conflict starting to appear, we may succumb 
to the avoidance technique of “sweeping” issues 
“under the rug”.  The cross for us involves perse-
vering in the Gospel truth with peace persisting in 
our hearts because of our commending the conflict 
over to God Our Father.  And no matter what tran-
spires in the truth-sharing, we embrace forgiveness 
in Christ as the final word on any conflict. 
     Our faith in Jesus encourages us to have peace in 
our hearts no matter what Gospel conflict may be 
percolating in our daily lives.  Let’s put the 
“sweep” issues “under the rug” approach in Jesus’ 
hands and trust that Jesus will provide peace for our 
hearts as we truth-share with ourselves and others 
in the wisdom of the Gospel.

TREASURES FROM  
OUR TRADITION 

   In recent weeks, we have looked at the evolu-
tion of how Roman Catholics initiate children in-
to the life of the Church. How did customs evolve 
in the Eastern Church?  At one time, Christians in 
both East and West preferred to celebrate baptism 
in a community setting, with large numbers of 
adults and children initiated at Easter. The two 
branches of Christianity began to split on the 
proper time to do this. 
   In the East, water was blessed in abundance on 
the feast of the Epiphany, which marked, among 
other things, the baptism of the Lord. Once infant 
baptism was fixed on that day, local customs 
marking a birth began to evolve. One celebration 
was the giving of a name on the eighth day, an-
other was the “purification” of the mother on the 
fortieth day after birth. In that blessing, reenact-
ing Mary and Joseph’s journey to the temple, the 
priest took the baby in his arms and placed the 
child before the altar. Just as Simeon received the 
child Jesus, so the priest received the new Chris-
tian while chanting 
Simeon’s prayer. Later, normally on Epiphany, 
the priest would baptize, chrismate (confirm), and 
give a few drops of the Precious Blood to the 
child in a joyous celebration of the whole com-
munity.
