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JOURNEY TOWARD GOD
@ In our celebration of the Epiphany, two
interwoven themes are present in the read-
@ ings today. God is beginning something
@ new, and God gathers all of humanity to
participate. For Isaiah, God’s bright light,
@ manifested in the people of Israel, attracts
and summons people from many nations to
@ Jerusalem. In the letter to the Ephesians,
God’s grace makes the Gentiles co-heirs
and co-partners in the gospel. Matthew tells
the story of the fulfillment of God’s promis-
@ es to Israel through the birth of Jesus, and
simultaneously leading foreigners to share
in these same promises. With the birth of
Jesus, God chose a particular people, in a
particular time and place, to enter most di-
rectly into the human story. Today’s read-
ings teach that God did this in order to gath-
er all people, all cultures, into unity with
@ God. Like the magi, we are drawn into a
journey toward God, becoming co-partners
in God’s work.
