Welcome to our new pastor, Rev. Peter Muha, 
who will start June 1st, 2022. 
Here is a little history of our new pastor shared with  
his parishioners at Our Lady of Consolation. 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
I was born on June 10, 1961 in East Chicago to 
Robert and Margaret Muha.  I have four brothers 
(all of whom live in South Lake County).  We be-
longed to St. Stanislaus Parish and lived directly 
across the street from the convent.  My desire to 
become a priest took root there and further devel-
oped at St. John the Evangelist Parish in St. John 
when my family moved there in 1971.  My parents 
were always active in the parish, in Scouting, and in 
the Knights of Columbus.  I loved to serve Mass 
and was especially encouraged in my vocation by 
Fr. Joseph Till and the Sisters of St. Francis of Per-
petual Adoration.  I attended Lake Central High 
School for one year and then went to St. Lawrence 
High School Seminary  
After high school, I entered the order of Capuchin 
Franciscans and remained with them for three 
years.  I then completed my college education at St. 
Meinrad Seminary in southern Indiana as a candi-
date for the Diocese of Gary.  After college, I went 
to Rome to complete my studies for the priesthood.  
I was ordained a priest by Bishop Norbert Gaughan.  
Since my ordination, I have served as an assistant at 
St. Paul in Valparaiso, St. Michael in Schererville, 
Our Lady of Grace in Highland, and St. John Bosco 
in Hammond.  On July 1, 1998, I became pastor of 
St. Edward in Lowell, where I served for 11 years 
until June 30, 2009, and then Our Lady of Consola-
tion until March 1, 2022. 
My hobbies include art, architecture and music.  I 
have served on the Diocesan Liturgical Commis-
sion and as a Master of Ceremonies fo the Bishop.  
I have been involved in the complete renovation of 
three churches in the Diocese: St. Thomas Aquinas 
in Knox, St. John Bosco in Hammond and St. Ed-
ward in Lowell.  The sacred Liturgy is the heart of 
my priestly vocation and my number one priority as 
a pastor.

RETURNING TO  
ORDINARY LIFE 

     Six weeks into our Easter rejoicing, the 
Church gives us readings today that start 
preparing us for a return to ordinary life. 
The Acts of the Apostles and the Gospel 
both dwell on proper daily behavior for 
followers of Jesus, while the reading from 
Revelation reminds us why we bother with 
laws at all. In Acts, leaders of the church 
meet to discuss which essential elements 
of the Mosaic Law converts must obey if 
they wish to be disciples of Jesus Christ. 
John’s Gospel reflects back to the Last 
Supper discourse when Jesus himself em-
phasizes the importance of obeying God’s 
commandments. Observing God’s law, 
says Jesus, shows a desire to be intimate 
with the Lord. We follow rules not for 
their own sake, but to love God and neigh-
bor better. This more excellent love brings 
us closer to Revelation’s vision of para-
dise, gleaming with “the splendor of God.”
