“The cornerstone’s dated 1872, but the stained
glass is much later,” explained the pastor, aston-
ished when his visitor accurately dated it to just
before the Great Depression, explaining, “The
window for the Little Flower”—Thérése’s nick-
name—"‘gives it away.” From her canonization in
1925, her statues and windows adorn most church-
es where European immigrants worshiped. Enter-
ing Carmel at fifteen, victim of tuberculosis at
twenty-four, Thérése proposed her “Little Way” to
sanctity: doing ordinary tasks with extraordinary
love. Thus ordinary Catholics, many of whom had
lost loved ones to tuberculosis, embraced her.
