Two Great Feasts:

All Saints and All Souls
Thursday, November 1st is All Saints Day, a
Holyday of Obligation. Masses will be celebrated as
follows: Vigil Mass on Wednesday, October 31st at
7:00pm and the Holyday Masses will be Thursday,
November 1st at 9:00am & 7:00pm.

On the first two days of November each year, the
Church commemorates two linked feast days: All
Saints (November 1) and All Souls (November 2).
All Saints is easy to understand: We remember all
those who have lived lives of heroic holiness, wheth-
er the Church as canonized them or not. On All
Souls, we remember all those who have died, not just
the spiritual superstars.

From the earliest days the church has prayed for the
deceased. Their judgment is in the hands of God,
and we trust in God’s mercy. But we also believe
the God cares about us and our concerns, so prayers
for our deceased loved ones are appropriate.

The feast day itself is rooted in the second century.
In the 10th century, St. Odilo of Cliny established a
memorial of all the faithful departed. Rome added
the feast to the church’s calendar in the 13th century.
In many parts of the world the celebration of this
feast day is marked with particular energy, such as el
Dia del los Muertos in Mexico.

It’s appropriate to commemorate All Souls Day by
praying for those who have gone before us in faith.
Some people also visit the graves of their loved ones
to pray for them.

The feast of All Souls reminds us of our mortality.
We are all finite, mortal creatures. We are all loved
by God, who has endowed us with an immortal soul.
Our ultimate destiny lies in God’s hands, and even
death does not separate us from his love.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
Today is the feast of the Forty Martyrs of Eng-

land and Wales, the first representative body of

many Catholics who died for their faith between

1535 and 1679 to be beatified or canonized. Almost

all of them died at Tyburn, a place of public execu-

tion near today’s Marble Arch in Hyde Park, Lon-
don. The first to suffer were Carthusian monks who
refused to swear an oath supporting Henry VIII as
supreme head of the Church in England, and the
last was Saint Oliver Plunkett, the Primate Arch-
bishop of Ireland. The method of execution was
particularly vile, since the condemned were hanged
and their living bodies quartered to be displayed
around London as a horrific warning.

Today, the tree-like gallows provides the design
of a religious symbol, the canopy over the altar of
the martyrs in Tyburn Convent. There, at the heart
of the bustling city, a monastic community of wom-
en practices contemplative prayer and “spiritual
hospitality” in the Benedictine tradition. Oddly, the
community is French in origin; it was expelled from
France a century ago when France outlawed con-
templative monastic life. England, where the laws
against Catholicism had been lifted, invited the
community in. In gratitude to their new homeland,
and in honor of those who gave their lives for the
Catholic faith, the nuns came to Tyburn. In the pub-
lic crypt, coats of arms stand for each of the 350
martyrs.
