First Reading — Shout for joy! Sing joyfully! Be 
glad and exult! The Lඈඋൽ, your God, is in your 
midst, a mighty savior (Zephaniah 3:14-18a). 
Psalm — Cry out with joy and gladness: for 
among you is the great and Holy One of Israel 
(Isaiah 12). 
Second Reading — Rejoice! The Lord is near. 
Make your requests known to God (Philippians 4:4
-7). 
Gospel — John tells his hearers to share their pos-
sessions with the needy; be honest; do not threaten 
or accuse others falsely (Luke 3:10-18).

A DEEP CHANGE OF HEART 
  
When John proclaimed a baptism of re-
pentance, as today’s Gospel relates, he 
called people to a deep change of heart. 
For John the Baptist, repentance was not 
simply regret for past failings, but a com-
mitment to orient life around God’s desires 
and purposes. What might living in align-
ment with God’s desires look like? Our 
readings offer some clues. Baruch indi-
cates that when mercy and justice are em-
braced like a royal garment, we may see 
the fruits of repentance. Paul notes how the 
Holy Spirit has been active within the 
church in Philippi, forming them to live in 
a loving and united community of faith, so 
they may witness to the love of God. And 
John himself suggests that a repentant 
heart clears a path for God to enter, level-
ing the mountains and valleys of our re-
sistance, so that God might dwell within.
